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Parking will be available in Lot 1 located in front of Place Riel (the main
entrance and access to Marquis Culinary Centre). There are also several other
pay lots around campus, as well as at Stadium Parkade and metered spaces
around campus. and Prices. Download the
University of Saskatchewan PayByPhone App to easily pay for metered
parking at the following link:

Due to the heavy volume of vehicles in the lots surrounding the buildings,
residents will be provided a maximum of 45 minutes to unload their vehicles.
Once you've removed all of your belongings from your vehicle, it is
recommended that you park at the nearby Stadium Parkade on College Drive,
which has an affordable full-day parking rate, or at any of the metered or pay
lots around campus. As a reminder, parking in accessibility parking spaces
and on lawns is prohibited.
